
After a very successful and fully attended western U.S. Small Airports Development Conference in Denver in June, the Agenda

has been set for the eastern version of our Small Airports Air Service Development Conference, scheduled for October 6-8 in

Myrtle Beach. Sixel Consulting Group plans a full agenda, with plenty of opportunities to network and meet with top airline

planners.

The cost

for golf is free of charge on Wednesday and $75 per person on Saturday which is separate from the conference registration

fee.

Thursday morning is scheduled to begin with continental breakfast and presentations by airlines in attendance. The morning

sessions will include presentations by our large network airline guests, headlined by Delta Air Lines. The mid-morning and early

afternoon sessions will include presentations from less than daily / leisure airlines and low cost carriers, including Republic

(Frontier) and Vision. The afternoon will be given over to discussions by smaller daily operators such as Cape Air, ExpressJet,

Gulfstream and Colgan/Pinnacle. These presentations and question and answer sessions will be interspersed by presentations

and lunch with Sixel Consulting Group. Topics of discussion from Sixel include “The Essential Air Service Program, Larger Airplanes

in Smaller Markets”, “’I am not ready to retire’ and other quotes from a 50-seat regional jet” and the “Small Community Air

Service Development Grant Program – ‘We got the money, now what’”.
